Arrival/Parking;  On arrival, an official will allocate competitors a parking space in the paddock. 
 

Event schedule - 
 Arrival   - from  07:30 hrs  Park only in the space allocated by the official 
 Signing on  - from  08:00 hrs  @ Sprint administration. ( Includes Eyesight Test) 
 Scrutineering - from  08:15 hrs  @ Scrutineering within the paddock area. 
 Drivers briefing - at    09:30 hrs  in Paddock (will be announced by tannoy) 
    (All drivers must have signed on and attend the briefing) 
 Practice runs  - from  10:00 hrs 
 Timed runs  -     follow completion of practice runs 
 Lunch   -    1 hour (approx) lunch break at a suitable time between runs 
 Event finish  - approx 16:00 hrs 
 Prize giving  - approx 16:30 hrs  after completion of event 
  

         Notes—  Due to local council requirements, the sign on procedure will include a simple eye test. 
  The track will be available to walk between 8:15 & 9:15 hrs. 
  Scheduled timings may alter to suit conditions on the day. 
  The number of timed runs will be as conditions allow & announced by the Clerk of the Course. 

Timed runs  - 
    

Starting order;  Starting order will be determined mainly by class and competition number. Competitors 
should be available at the times indicated above and proceed to the start holding area when instructed. 
 

Start procedure; Cars will start singly. The course open / start signal will be by green light. 
 

Finish Procedure; Chequered boards will indicate the timed finish line at the 1/4 mile mark, after which 
cars must decelerate to walking speed before negotiating the straw bale chicane. They will then be  
directed by marshals to a holding area where they will be reverse parked against the sea wall. 
 

Sprint stoppages;  If any run is “red flagged” a non offending entrant will be granted another run. 
 

Return to Paddock / Start area; The chief marshal will lead cars back along the course at a slow speed. 
The chief marshals car will be fitted with  flashing orange safety lights. 
 

Competition numbers; Numbers will be provided by the organisers and will be issued at sign-on. Numbers 
are required to identify competitors, where a car is double entered, the car number NOT applicable MUST 
be adequately masked. Failure to comply may mean that no time is given to the car. 
Competition numbers must be removed from the car prior to driving on public roads 
 

Tyre warming; The use of special devices or the spinning of wheels or practice starts is not allowed. 
 

Wheel nuts; Please ensure that all wheel nuts are tightened regularly. 
 

Results; Provisional results will be published outside the admin vehicle on an ongoing basis and at the end 
of the day. There will be a 30min protest period after publication of results. Prize giving will follow this 
period. If final results are not available on the day they will be posted on-line within 14 days  
 

Fuel;  Fuel is available locally (see map) but not at the venue.

Noise levels: ALL cars MUST comply with current MSA Noise Regulations and will be tested in accor-
dance with MSA Yearbook 2010 Chart 5:18 which states:-  
Racing and sports libre cars not to exceed 110db at 45° from exhaust at a distance of 0.5m and at 2/3 
rd’s of maximum RPM. All other vehicles not to exceed 108db when tested as above. Failure to comply 
with the above limits may result in exclusion from the event 
 

General Safety Regulations:  
a) No animals are permitted in the paddock area. No animals allowed in the area of the sprint course 

except guide dogs. 
b) Motorcycles, bikes or other wheeled vehicles must not be ridden in the paddock. 
c) Under 16’s who are not signed on for the event are not allowed within any restricted area which 

includes Paddock, Assembly area, start or finish holding areas. 
d) With the exception of signed on competitors driving their own sprint vehicles, those who do not 

hold a licence valid for driving on UK roads may not drive any vehicle within the bounds of the 
event site. 

e) Carrying of passengers in or on vehicles is prohibited unless the passenger is seated in the passen-
ger area provided in the vehicle. 

f) Please take precautions not to discharge fuel or oil where contamination of surfaces or drains 
may result. 

g) There are waste bins in the area, please discard your litter suitably.
